Membership Agreement for the Guild of St. Mortimer 

The Guild of St. Mortimer is responsible for the Tulare County Renaissance Festival. The Guild of St. Mortimer also attends various Renaissance faires and festivals throughout the state. We maintain a positive image, and do not tolerate behavior which tarnishes this image. As such, we have agreed upon the following: 

1.
New members will have a 6 faire probationary membership. 

2.
During a probationary membership, membership may be immediately terminated by the Guild for any reason. If your membership is terminated during a faire, your armband will be cut and you will be required to pack your items and leave the site of the faire within one hour.

3.
All members are required to be present and working at the Tulare County Renaissance Festival. It is usually held the last weekend of April. 

4.
You must provide your own garb (costume) which includes a cup, a bowl and eating utensils that are considered “period” (items which would have been available and in fashion during the 16th century). 

5.
If you gatelist someone, and they cause an incident which requires intervention by either the Weasel Warriors or site security, they will never be gatelisted again, and you will be placed on probation for 2 faires. 

6.
Probationary members may not gatelist friends, but minor children are allowed.
